Brenda Edwards called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm EST. 
Minutes
Jane Bennett asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the May 10th, 2011 meeting as submitted.  Motion to approve was made by Moe Bohrer; Second by Will Bybee.

Financials

Duke Pointer, in Jim Owens absence, reported on the NSC financials for May. Duke reported that TexaStone Quarries added another $1000 to their 2011 pledge that coincided with their placement in the top level of NSC donors with the NBGQA, at $10,000 and above. Per Brenda, her $10,000 pledge from TexaStone Quarries did not merit the top spot, so she paid more! Thanks, Brenda!

According to pledges received as of end of May, NSC had realized $14,500 in pledge income with a match by the NSA totaling $29,000. 

Duke made the comment as was known by the Board, that with current budget figures, expenses and expected income, the NSC will be virtually out of money by the end of 2013.  Details may be read in the May financial reports.

Harry Triebe, Sr. made a motion to approve the May financials as submitted and Moe Bohrer seconded. 

Best Practices Sub-Committee Report 
Moe Bohrer began by stating his disappointment again in the board participation for our monthly board meetings. 
Moe reports that the BP sub-committee met on April 28 to attack the review process, again on May 9th and a lengthy in-person meeting in Bloomington on May 17.  They worked to soften some objectionable language and eliminate redundancy. Most documents were reviewed and updated with just minor changes. Stephanie compiled the edits and turned them around for organization distribution for comment.  All comments were due to Stephanie by July 1. 

Moe added that he submitted a few minor grammatical and punctuation edits. Harry asked a geologist he knows to review and he also made a few suggestions to the Water consumption document. 
The board agreed to adopt the language – Industry Examples, versus Company Highlights in areas that individual company’s efforts were shown to support the document content.  
Todd Schnatzmeyer suggested the Sub-Committee meet one more time prior to the July 12 board meeting to review comments. Moe proposed July 7th at 3 pm EST. Duke would send the meeting invite to the sub-committee members. The revised Best Practices documents will be voted upon during the July 12th board call for expedient return to the website. 
Fundraising Report
Brenda reported the fundraising committee held an emergency meeting to determine verbiage for the StonExpo registration donor promotion for the 2012 event.  

Brenda was on the road, calling in from Diaz Stone and Pallets, meeting with Adam Diaz, who randomly handed her a check for $5000 made payable to the NSC!  Thank you!

Brenda mentioned that a copy of the NSC fundraising flyer is included in each of her invoices through TexaStone and also reminds the Board to resend fund raising flyer and keep fund raising in front of members.  

Old Business

Brenda reports that David Large representing the National Slate Association is ready to get back on board with the NSC.

Sustainability Brochures

Brenda thanked the BSI for sending out the Sustainability brochure and Fundraising flyer to their members, and urges others to do the same.
And thanks again to Gary Distelhorst and the MIA for their generosity in allowing the NSC to customize their sustainability brochure as our own.  

AIA Show Summary

Todd Schnatzmeyer of the ILI has been asking Hanley-Wood to give an attendance summary from the May 2011 AIA Expo and Convention in New Orleans.  He has had a difficult time getting results.  NSC received 25 badge scans – 14 were architects/designers; 4 stone industry members; 1 General Contractor and 6 unrelated (Mindy Costello, a senator from NC, etc.). 
Overall, attendance was down from 2010. This was the first year show was managed by HW. Exhibition was priority to HW as space was filled, and an increase in Exhibitors from 2010. 

The question was raised - Based on the results collected from the 2011 AIA event, should the NSC continue to exhibit at this event? 

Duke reminded us that a deposit has already been made on the booth for 2012. Further payments are due, need to decide now. 

Todd believes that 2012 Washington, DC location is a great show venue.  In the past, it has been the best attended ever. Stephanie added that DC will have a great East Coast architectural draw.  The Board agreed to continue with plans for the 2012 event in DC and then decide. 

MCAA Request for NSC membership  

This discussion was tabled from the June meeting until today. Brenda recommended that a sub-committee by appointed to look into this and bring forth comments to the board. Todd added that it should only take a minor adjustment to the NSC charter to allow for a special vote to be held.
