January 24th, 2011 Minutes: Jane presented the StonExpo Board Meeting minutes with the revisions provided to her by Duke and including additions from Harry Triebe and Joe Dellacroce that were omitted from the original minutes transmittal.  Due to lack of quorum the minutes will be reviewed and approved by the Board via email.

Financials:  Duke presented the revised 2011 budget for final approval.  This version reflects the decision to remove the Keelan Group retainer and their estimated anticipated Grant funds.  Due to lack of quorum the 2011 Budget will be distributed via email to be approved by the Board. 

Committee Reports:
Fund Raising - BSI successfully raised $14,400 from the attendees at the BSI Convention in Charleston. A fundraising letter is in editing stage and will be distributed by the various NSC organizations - due to be completed mid March.  There is also an international letter being written by Jack Geibig, Mindy Costello and John Mattke to be used during international visits to solicit participation and funding.  

Sustainability – Stakeholders meetings are scheduled each month and some progress is being made on determining the scope of the standard development.  The international focused Fact Sheet will help in our global effort to raise awareness and funding. More immediate attention to our development progress being publicized on our NSC site is a goal of the Website committee.

Website – The Website committee will meet March 14th to discuss improvements to the NSC web presence.  The board agreed for Jane to draft and send out a survey for NSC organizations to solicit within their membership as a means to collect industry opinion on the effectiveness of the current site. Feedback will also provide guidelines to what needs to be added.  Deadline for response will be March 18th. 

Communication has begun between new web host Interactive Media Consulting and McKee Wallwork Cleveland to transfer domain ownership to NSC and to switch web hosts. This should save NSC money and allow easier access to maintain the site.  

Video – Harry Triebe is working with committee to determine whether we can revise the MIA Sustainability video to promote the NSC, or whether NSC should create its own. 

Moe Bohrer responded how disappointing it was to not have more Board member participation on these calls.  He noted the momentum and progress of these committees. He offered to send a message to the rest of the board and urge better participation.
